For applicants to be eligible for participation, they must: 
  
•​ Be a current freshman, sophomore or Junior, who will not be 18 by June 21st, 2026. 
•​ Have demonstrated leadership experience and/or potential as shown by active participation in school or community 

youth groups.  
•​ Be cooperative and willing to participate at RYLA as a member of a group.  
•​ Possess some ability in public speaking.  
•​ Good academic standing and informed about current events in your community, country and world. 

 
Applicants Must Agree to These Items to be Accepted  
 

1)​ Accepted applicants must be at RYLA the entire duration of camp. They cannot show up late or leave early. All 
campers must take the buses to camp; no exceptions. Parents cannot drive students to camp due to traffic and 
logistical problems it creates for staff.  

 
2)​ Parents accept responsibility for drop off and pick up of campers from the buses at the designated location 

provided by camp RYLA.  
 

3)​ All RYLA participants must attend a Pleasanton North Rotary meeting after completing camp RYLA. The RYLA 
participants will present their experiences of the program, using skills they learned at RYLA.  

 
Selection Process 

Applicants will be Interviewed to determine readiness to be a leader!   Interviews will be scheduled in May.
